“New rain gardens are being
installed,” she said. She said the
city is pushing property owners to
have it done during the recon-
struction phase.

Wisdom said that in an area
that for the past 100 years has had
a fairly low overhead, expenses for
businesses are suddenly escalating.

“We need to do whatever we
can to build business,” she said.
She encouraged property and
business owners to attend the reg-
ular meetings set up to deal with
issues during construction, or to
call the Lake Street Council with
any concerns. 

“If we know of a specific
problem, we can try to deal with
it,” she said. As an example, the
construction on 27th held off
until after Labor Day, when one of
the businesses said that holiday
was a time of increased sales for
him.

Gary Schiff, Ward 9 Council
Member, said the work on 27th
Avenue had to be done because
the road is collapsing, causing
basements to collapse.

“The work is about road col-
lapse, not beautification,” he said. 

Schiff said the project was
originally budgeted to be ad-
dressed back in 1997, but was
postponed because the money
was taken for light rail construc-
tion. 

According to Mersinger, proj-
ect engineer, the pavement condi-
tion ranking as of 2003 was 47 out
of 100.

Work on 27th Avenue began
September 4. The work involved
reconstructing the street and some
sidewalks. The city hopes to have
things in pretty good shape by the

end of October.
In response to the concern

about assessments, Schiff ex-
plained that the additional level of
assessments for lighting and the
continuing quality of streetscape
are in place because 60 percent of
property owners asked for it.

Schiff’s major concern now is
about adding more congestion to
the already limited parking spaces
available.

“There is a business applica-
tion pending for a 236-seat restau-
rant on the third floor of the Odd-
fellows Building at 27th and
Lake,” he said. “It would have a
crushing effect on the neighbor-
hood. The business should not
make plans to open until there is
additional parking to lease.”

According to Michelle Harvet,
a city licensing inspector, two
liquor licenses are pending. One is
a full liquor license, Class B, for
the International Ballroom at
3003 27th Avenue, and the other a
Class E on-sale wine license for
the Green Olive, seating 50, at
3009 27th Avenue.

Schiff said the parking short-
age exists for two reasons. Too
many parking variances have been
handed out, and too many busi-
nesses have an excessive amount
of parking and are not sharing

those spaces.
Whether it be lack of parking,

high assessments or torn-up roads,
the businesses at East Lake have
gone through a difficult couple of
years. No one denies that many of
the improvements were necessary,
and a better looking, safer and
more drivable Lake Street will be
the result. But meanwhile, many
business owners are worried about
what tomorrow will bring, and
whether they will be able to
weather the storm.

R&D’s Frazier summed up the
thoughts of many business own-
ers:  “I have to do something if I
hope to stay alive.”
